GENERAL BUSINESS
Treasurers report
Steve Miller (K8BBL) reported that the account is in very good shape with about $6000 in funds. 
Trailer Update: Steve has looked into the cost of a spare tire for the trailer; they are about $150 for tire and rim; but the trailer does not have radial tires and the new purchase would be a radial tire. He pointed out that the tires on the trailer are 14 years old and it doesn’t make sense to buy one good tire; instead, he proposed we purchase two new tires for about $300 + tax and keep the best of the current tires for a spare. The proposal passed unanimously. He will look into the cost at Tractor Supply. Steve distributed copies of the General Ledger and the Current Roster.
Other Updates
Membership Campaign: On the advice of Pete and Steve, Lew stated he contacted the ARL to enquire about recruitment practices and the ARL Representative said that it would be best to join a scheduled event - as opposed to setting up the trailer at a mall where people are on a dedicated mission. Further, an event with the fire department would be good because people are attracted to flashing lights and glitz. The Rep suggested that we have good banners and information so that people will know who we are and how to contact us. Lew had a copy of the ARL pamphlet that is available on-line and said that we could put information about an event on the back. The Rep said that the idea of giving new young members a free radio if they pass their test sounded fine, but we really need to find an event to set up at.
